COURSE DESCRIPTION

The Instrumental Music course is designed to provide students the opportunity to develop ensemble musicianship within the orchestral setting.  Performances will include school concerts, and other local community events.

COURSE OUTCOMES

1. Identification of elements of music including melody, rhythm, harmony, form, texture, and expressive devices, using music performed in the ensemble.

2. Demonstration of appropriate posture, bow  and finger technique
3. Playing with correct phrasing, appropriate expression, suitable tone quality, and accurate intonation.

4. Following a conductor while maintaining proper tempo, balance, blend, and style.

5. Demonstration of the requirements for an ensemble performer, including proper rehearsal and concert behavior, part preparation, and responsibility to the section.

EVALUATION OF ASSESSMENTS
Students in the Instrumental Music Program at Odyssey Jr/Sr high will be evaluated by their progress on skills from the classroom method book. This will be worth 10 points
 Summative assessments will occur at least once a week, and will evaluate student mastery of skills in the assigned music literature.  This will be worth 50 points
They will have written and oral tests on music theory. This will be worth 40 points.

ACTIVITIES/PROJECTS

The activities for this course include rehearsing exercises from the classroom and sectional method books, as well as rehearsing assigned orchestral literature to improve overall individual and group performance.  Each performance, whether it is an individual performance in class as a formative playing assessment or a playing assessment as a summative assessment, is regarded as class activity.  Each Orchestral performance will be regarded as a large group project for the entire orchestra.

TEXTBOOKS/MATERIALS

Textbooks – String Basics book 1 (for your instrument) – for classroom and at home practice

Materials – Your Instrument
One 3 ring binder for sheet music and notes
CLASSROOM REQUIREMENTS/PROCEDURES
Requirements:

1- Students are expected to report to class on time.

2- Students are expected to bring all needed materials to class (pencil, music,

method book, 3 ring binder  and sheet music).

3- Students are expected to follow all directions given by the orchestra director.
4- No cell phones in class without Mr. Hoffman’s permission

5-  Eating in class is not allowed.

6- Water bottles in a plastic container is allowed.

7- Students are expected to be courteous to one another and to the orchestra director.

Procedures:

1. Attendance/Preparation for Rehearsal Check

2. Full Group Warm Up (Readiness for Rehearsal – rhythm exercises, scales, etc.)

3. Rehearsal Body – method book instruction and/or music literature rehearsal

4. Follow Up/Whole Group Assessment of the day’s rehearsal
COURSE FEE
$20.00 for instrument maintenance and M.P.A. fee.

PERFORMANCE ELIGIBILITY

Appropriate behavior in rehearsal is a requirement for performance eligibility.  Students who have received an incident report, meaning that they have had at least 3 infractions in the classroom that have been documented and handled according to the school’s discipline hierarchy, will not be eligible for performance.
